Import tolerances for residues of unapproved new animal drugs in food: Proposed rule, published Jan. 25, 2012, electronic or written comments by April 24, 2012, comments on information collection issues by Feb. 24, 2012

Text 

The Food and Drug Administration proposes to establish procedures by which a person may request that the agency establish or amend tolerances for unapproved new animal drugs where edible parts of animals imported into the United States may contain residues of such drugs (import tolerances), as well as procedures to revoke an existing import tolerance. Such import tolerances provide a basis for legally marketing food of animal origin imported into the United States that contains residues of unapproved new animal drugs.
